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             Creating a Feudal Manor

During the Middle Ages, kings ruled through a system called feudalism. Feudalism is land in exchange for service and protection.  Feudalism was largely able to run because of the economic system called manorialism.  Manorialism was the economic system of feudalism; it was basically self sufficient communities.  A feudal manor would include a manor house where the lord/vassal lives, a  church with a house for the priest. House/huts where knights, craftsmen and merchants live, and small outlying villages in the manor where where the farmers or serfs lived and worked. Use your knowledge of the Middle Ages and feudalism to design your own feudal manor. Include all of the following in your design, and be sure to label everything:
*King’s Castle (outside of the walls)

*Lord/Vassal’s (Manor House inside walls) 
*Church with priest’s house
*Mill (either wind or water)

*barns 

*stables for horses

*forest (Outside walls , or by fields)
*farming fields (Separate fields for serfs/lords/king-Label S,L,K)
*Fenced area for cows, sheep, horses, and pigs
*water source (either river or stream)

*a wall to surround your town

*dirt or pebble roads

*knights house 
*serfs/farmers huts
*Blacksmiths workshop
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Use the poster paper to design your feudal manor. Feel free to be as creative as possible with this assignment. Once you have created a rough sketch, you will then get poster board and create your feudal manor on a poster board.  Take your time and do it well. You will have one class to work on this poster.  Be sure that it is neat, full of COLOR, and that it is your best work !
