Vladimir Lenin Returns from exile in Germany.
· Returned to Russia after being exiled for speaking out against the czar 
· He is desperate to see the Bolsheviks take power!
· He has made an important speech from the train station as soon as he arrived!

November 1917

The Bolsheviks take over Petrograd!
· The Provisional Government is unpopular 

· Lenin spends a whole night convincing reluctant Bolsheviks that The Time Is Right for Revolution 
November 17th, 1917-Bolsheviks Take Over
Trotsky, a leading Bolshevik, organizes the Red Guard.  They take control of:


Kerensky (leader of the P.G.) fled.  

The Bolsheviks have taken the city except for the Winter Palace where the PG is seated.
November 1917

The Bolsheviks Storm the Winter Palace.
· At 9.00 pm the cruiser-ship Aurora fired a shell to signal the start of the takeover of the Palace!
